Aims and Objectives

Membership

Any person over the age of 16 years who agrees with the principal objective may become a member upon payment of the membership fee (currently by koha - donation).

Membership shall be terminated by:

· expulsion, if a member has acted in a manner prejudicial to the interests of the Association

· resignation

· non-payment of membership fees

· death

Meetings

· The AGM is usually in July; all members will be given at least 14 days notice

· An Extraordinary AGM will be called upon request by 3 members of the Executive or 8 members of the Association

· The Executive, which manages the affairs of the Association, shall meet at least 4 times a year
